1.  IN THE FEAST OF PENTECOST  -  Leviticus 23:15 -21

HISTORICALLY

Pentecost commemorated the giving of the Law at Sinai (Exodus 19:1,2)

(b)  Supernatural manifestations

(c)   Giving of the Law


Sinai – written by the finger of God on tablets of stone


Pentecost – written by the Spirit of God on fleshly tablets of the heart.

(d)  Ministration


Sinai – Exodus 32:28  - 3,000 die


Pentecost – Acts 2:41 – 3,000 live

THE FEAST ITSELF  - Leviticus 23

v. 16 
· a new grain offering – a new experience, linked to Passover, but separate from it

· John 12:24,25 grain of wheat – speaking of death to self, bearing the reproach and stigma (the stigma of Pentecost = speaking in tongues)

v. 17

· two loaves of bread – speaks of Jew and Gentile, now one in Christ 

      Ephesians 2:14-16
· for a wave offering (v. 20) speaks of worship  John 4:23
· fine flour – made from grain that has been ground. This speaks of breaking of individuality and barriers to build a body

v. 21

· feast of rest Hebrews 4:9,10

· law of spiritual displacement – if one grain of sand at a time is dropped into a cup

of water, the water will finally overflow, having been displaced (replaced) by the sand.

God wants to displace (replace) our human effort and human energy works, by works

that He performs through us.  Zechariah 4:6
v. 22

· Pentecost overflows to the unsaved

Pentecost too, was a feast of free will offering and rejoicing.

   Joel 2:28,29

   Deuteronomy 16:10,11

   Acts 2:43-47

2.  IN THE CHILDREN OF ISRAEL’S MARCH FROM EGYPT TO CANAAN

1 Corinthians 10:1-6,11  Four pattern experiences are mentioned

(a)  All were under the cloud

(b)  All passed through the sea

(c)  All ate the same spiritual food

(d)  All drank the same spiritual drink

The first two experiences occurred only once, while the lat two were repeated regularly over a long period.

Taking the first experience -  all were under the cloud -  a number of parallel’s between their experience and the baptism in the Spirit are evident.

(a)  At a certain point in Israel’s journey out of Egypt, this cloud came down over them from 

      above, and continued to rest over them   Exodus 13:20-22.  
      The baptism in the Holy Spirit is the personal presence of God Himself coming down over                    
      His people from heaven, enveloping and immersing them.

(b)  This cloud was not an invisible influence, but was sensibly perceptible.  
       The baptism in Holy Spirit is not just an invisible influence, but is something that is

       sensibly perceptible, and the effects which it produces can be both seen and heard.

(c )  The cloud provided shadow from the heat by day, and light and warmth by night. 
       The Holy Spirit’s ministry includes being the Comforter of God’s people providing           
        shadow from spiritual heat, and light and warmth in the midst of spiritual darkness and 
        cold.

(d)   The cloud gave God’s people divine direction and guidance throughout their journeying.
       The Holy Spirit provides God’s people with divine directions and guidance through their 

       life on earth. 

(e)   Within the cloud was the actual, personal presence of the LORD Jehovah Himself,

        and it was in the cloud that the Lord came personally to the rescue of His people from 

        their enemies.  Exodus 14:19,24

       In the baptism in the Holy Spirit, the Lord God Himself comes upon the believer.
         John 14:18

(f)    The cloud gave light to the people of God, but to their enemies, the cloud was 

       something dark and fearful Exodus 14:20.

       The baptism in the Holy Spirit brings a heavenly light to the people of God, but to the

        people of this world the experience remains something incomprehensible, and even

        fearful 1 Corinthians 2:14.

(g)   The cloud came between God’s people and their enemies, thus separating and 

        protecting them.

        The baptism in the Holy Spirit, as a spiritual experience, marks a decisive separation

        between the people of God and the people of this world.  It both separates and 

        protects God’s people from the sinful corrupting influences of the world.

IN THE TABERNACLE

Exodus 29:1-9

Before the priest could enter the tent of meeting into either the Holy Place or the Holy of Holies, he had to receive the anointing oil.  This corresponds today to the anointing received in the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. In fact, the priestly garments could not be put on without the anointing oil
Luke 24:45-49
Jesus described the experience of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit as being “clothed with power from on high”, which carries the idea of both the anointing and putting on a garment.
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
