THE PROHIBITIONS ON THE ANOINTING

Exodus 30:22-31

(1) It was only to be poured on those whom God has specifically indicated

· v.30 only Aaron and his sons
· v.33 “…whoever puts it on anyone other than a priest shall be cut off from his people” (NIV)

· cf. 1 Samuel 9:16; 16:1,12
(2) It was only to be poured on those who had consecrated themselves

· v.30 “Anoint Aaron and his sons and consecrate them so they may serve me as priests” (NIV)
· consecrated = possibly from a root word meaning ‘to cut’ and always carrying the 
                             idea of separation from the common and profane and dedication to God 

                             as the ultimate Holy One
· v.32a literally says “It shall not be poured on the flesh of man …”
· God cannot and will not bless acts done ‘in the flesh’ purporting to be ‘in the Spirit’

· Galatians 5:16-25 

                      v.16 “walk” (NASB) “live” (NIV) = “the whole round of the activities of 

                                                                                   the human life” (W.E.Vine) ie. bring 

                                                                                   the Holy Spirit into every part of your

                      v.25 “walk” (NASB) “keep in step with” (NIV) = to march in military rank

· Romans 8:5-13

· Acts 13:1,2 noting the twin concepts of God’s specific call and the separation of Barnabus and Saul to fulfill the call

· Aaron and his sons could not serve as priests without a consecrated life

(3) It was not to have a substitute

· vs.32a,33 “ … do not make any oil with the same formula. It is sacred and you are to consider it sacred. Whoever makes perfume like it … must be cut off from his people” (NIV)
· nothing is to ever take the place of the anointing

· God’s people are to walk in their true anointing (1 John 2:18-20; 2 Corinthians 1:21)

· the term “antichrist” is made up of anti = against or instead of, and Christos = the anointed (one). The antichrist spirit is not only against Christ (the anointed One) but is against the anointing and will present an alternative instead of the true Holy Spirit anointing
(4) It was never to be used separate to God’s expressed purpose

· cf. v.37 “do not make any incense with this formula for yourselves …” (NIV)

· God’s anointing must always be under God’s direction

· Matthew 7:21-23 where it appears the anointing was used separate to God’s specific direction. Jesus’ actions and words were always under the Father’s direction (John 4:34; 5:19; 12:49)
